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Wheat Update:

Some of you have asked me about wheat fertilization, do I need blended/complete fertilizer now on small grains: in some cases you may be able to put it off a few more weeks.  This decision should be based on the crops health and development and soil sample results.  You may also need to consider soil type, the depth you sample, last year’s fertilizer application/rate, this year’s yields and the amount of rainfall over the last 6 months.  All of these factors will influence how much residual fertilizer/nutrients are in reserve for your current crops needs.  Please contact me if you have questions or if you would like to set up a site visit.

Soil Fumigation:

One more important item, if you are a user of soil fumigants, you are encouraged to attend a Fumigation Update meeting.  I am in the process of planning a Fumigation program for our area and details are still coming together from EPA and VDACS.  I have already scheduled an introduction meeting with VDACS to cover the new restrictive Fumigation Regulations for 2010.  This meeting will be held on Feb. 17 in Blackstone at the Research Station.  A second meeting for peanuts is being planned.  The following week we are planning to hold a program for respirator fit testing for applicators.
