Blue Ridge Livestock Quiz Bowl
1. There would be three rounds in the contest. 

     A.) In round one, each team member would be asked questions in a round-robin setting. A total of 8 questions would be asked to each team. Correct answers will be worth 5 points. Incorrect answers would not result in the loss of points in round one. Contestants would have five seconds to begin their answer. Time would start as soon as the question was read. The contestant will have 10 seconds to answer the question. Questions would not be repeated.  In the first match for each division, only true/false questions will be used.  Multiple choice questions will be used in subsequent matches.  In this round, contestants are not allowed to receive help from teammates.
     B.) In round two, each team will be asked 8 questions. Answers may be discussed among the members of the team. However, only the team captain could give the answer. Teams would have 15 seconds to begin their answer. Correct answers would be worth 10 points; incorrect answers would result in a loss of 5 points. Questions would not be repeated in round two.

    C.) Round three will be the toss-up round. Fifteen questions would be read. As soon as the contestant thinks he or she knows the answer, he or she may "buzz in" or a contestant would have up to 10 seconds after the question is read to "buzz in". At that point no one else is allowed to answer the question. The contestant that "buzzed in" must start their answer within 10 seconds. Team members can not assist with the answer. Correct answers would be worth 15 points. Incorrect answers would result in a loss of 10 points, plus the other team may then ask for the question to be re-read and one of them could "buzz in" to answer. Again, 10 seconds would be allowed to "buzz in" and answers must be started within 10 seconds after they "buzzed in". 

   BONUS POINTS may be gained when at least three members of a team have given a correct answer. Only the team that has the opportunity for a bonus question would be allowed to answer the question. The bonus question would be worth 20 points and would require a multiple answer of usually four parts. The answer must be started within 15 seconds after the question has been read and the team would have 30 seconds to complete their answer. The captain must give the answer. 

2. All participants that are waiting for their opportunity to compete will need to stay in the waiting area until they are called to the competition room. Competitions will be conducted in separate designated classrooms. After completing their competition match, contestants and coaches will report to the next staging area to prepare for upcoming match of competition. Once eliminated from competition, contestants and coaches will be free to leave, although all participants are encouraged to stay for the championship matches. 

3. Each county 4-H program and FFA Chapter is encouraged to participate in the contest and may enter up to two junior and two senior teams. Pre-registration is required. The deadline for entering teams is February 20th.  Email registrations to spurlink@vt.edu.  Junior teams will consist of youth in grades 4-7 while senior teams will consist of youth in grades 8-12.  I will need the names of the students from each team when you e-mail me the number of teams you will have competing. No teams will be allowed to compete that have not pre-registered.

4. All questions for the competition will come from a set of materials you have been or will be sent. 

5. There will be a need for several adults to work with the contest as time keepers, score keepers, room monitors, hall or waiting area monitors, competition monitors, and possibly in other areas. If you or a volunteer could assist with the contest, please indicate this when you pre-register

6. Questions would be more difficult in each round.

7. There will be an individual competition match for three divisions (Junior, Intermediate and Senior). Age divisions will be determined based on the following:
Junior – grades 4-6

Intermediate – grades 7-9

Senior – grades 10-12

Participants interested in competing for individual honors will need to take a 25 question test upon arriving.  The top eight test scores in each age division will determine the competitors for the individual competition.  The individual contest will follow the “toss-up” round format.
8. The champion and runner-up junior and senior teams will receive a plaque.  Also, the champion and runner-up junior, intermediate and senior individuals will receive a plaque.
